We are also
continuing tfo work with as many local suppliers as
possible and have added local pork to our menu,
alongside Hampshire beef.

And, of course, the price - you will be pleased to
hear that the price remains the same at £1.80 for a
hot, two course meal.

As we move into winter, HC3S believes that it is
especially important for a child to have a hot meal
during the day to help them remain alert for the
afternoon. We also believe that our lunches compli-
ment any meal you provide in the evening, helping
with all those fruit and vegetable requirements!
